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The precision of estimating intraclass correlation coefficient ( and of heritability coef​ficient h2 is determined not only by the total sample size N, but also by the structure of the sample. These problems are discussed on basis of expected half width of ex​act confidence intervals. As well in case, that a priori information concerning h2 or ( is known as in case that no such information is available, recommendations are de​rived.
