1. Course offer

    The course offer for the current semester is available at:  
    https://agnes.hu-berlin.de     
 → ‚Login’ not required!
    Please proceed as follows: 
    - Select the current semester
    - Click on “Course catalogue”/”Vorlesungsverzeichnis” at the left-hand side
    - Choose ‘your’ Faculty (= Landwirtschaftlich-Gärtnerische Fakultät)
    -  Go to “International Master Horticultural Science”: Find the course offer
    - Click on the module/course to find details such as:
                                                         * date, time, location of the lectures;
                                                         * number of students admitted to the course;
                                                         * need to register for participation in a course
                                                            (an email contact may be given).
      
    In general, there is no need to inscribe on a course; however, it is strongly 
    recommended to be present in the first lecture of each module/course you’ve 
    chosen to take.


2. Learning Agreement/Course plan

    As a rule, programme students (e.g. ERASMUS, university agreement) do have a 
    Learning Agreement (LA) approved by their home university. 
    Please amend your LA on the basis of the current module/course offer, if required, and 
    inform the LGF coordinator for programme studies accordingly (presently Dr. Riesbeck).

    If you arrive at Humboldt U without an LA, it is recommended to draw up a course 
    plan/LA and have it approved by your home university. Please consult the local IMaHS 
    programme coordinator. 


3. Examinations

   a) As a rule, there are two examination periods in each semester:

       Winter semester:    1st exam period = mid February/beginning of March
                                    2nd exam period = end of March/beginning of April

       Summer semester: 1st exam period = mid July/beginning of August
                                    2nd exam period = beginning – mid October
    b) Examination dates are published mid January for the winter semester, 
        and mid June for the summer semester. 
        Please check the Faculty’s website at:

        (Studium--Prüfungangelegenheiten--Prüfungstermine)
        or: See info box, entrance hall of Faculty main building, Invalidenstrasse 42.

    c) Registration for examinations:
        - Programme students register for exams directly with the examiner/lecturer during 
          the registration periods announced. The latter has to issue an exam certificate 
          (‘Schein’). 
          Please collect your exam certificates from the examiner’s office and submit them 
          to the LGF coordinator for programme studies (presently Dr. Riesbeck). You may as well 
          request the examiner to send your ‘Scheine’ directly to him.

        - IMaHS students from partner universities, who are enrolled at Humboldt University 
          as ‘regular students’ on the international Master programme “Horticultural Science” 
          to obtain a multiple degree, register online at AGNES (https://agnes.hu-berlin.de) 
          for  examinations in compulsory modules. 
          Please activate your HU email account. For more details on exam registration please 
          see general information at the AGNES website.

    d) Your Transcript of records will be issued by the Examination Office. Transcripts for 
        programme students will be sent to them directly or to the programme coordinator of 
        their home university by the LGF coordinator for programme studies (presently Dr. Riesbeck).

        IMaHS students enrolled at Humboldt University as ‘regular students’ collect the
        transcript directly at the Examination Office.  

4. Multiple degree   
    Students from partner universities should decide as early as possible if they wish to 
    obtain a multiple degree. If so, they have to notify the local IMaHS programme 
    coordinator of their decision and provide him with the required documents 
    (cp. http://www.uwe-schmidt.eu/html/hu_berlin.html: Doppelabschluss) before 
    15 January (for intake in the summer semester) and before 15 July (for intake in the 
    winter semester):
· Bachelor degree certificate

· Certificate of higher education entrance qualification

· Transcript of records (Master)

· Home address


         
    
     Students from partner universities have to enrol at Humboldt University as regular 
     students on the Master programme “Horticultural Science” at Humboldt’s 
     matriculation office for international students, university main building, Unter den 
     Linden 6, room 1063 C (Mrs. Nürck; Email: elke.nuerck.2@uv.hu-berlin.de).

     Administration fees are approx. 50 Euro, while the fee for the public transportation 
     ticket (= ’semester ticket’) comes to approx. 180 Euro (subject to change); hence, 
     a total amount of approx. 230 Euro has to be paid per semester. 
     Students who are initially registered at Humboldt University as ‘programme students’ 
     (Erasmus; university agreement) and decide later in favour of the multiple degree, 
     have to proceed as described above, and must have their HU student status changed 
     into ‘regular student’ on the  Master programme “Horticultural Science” for the 
     following semester. 

     As most of you will probably return to their home universities after one semester at HU, 
     you may be granted academic leave for the following semesters of your regular 
     enrolment on the Master “Horticultural Science” at Humboldt University. In this case, 
     you need NOT pay for the ‘semester ticket’, but have to pay administration fees of 
     approx. 50 Euro.

     Please consult Humboldt’s matriculation office for international students directly if you 
     have questions regarding your re-registration (Mrs. Nürck, see above). 

     Note: You must be registered as ‘regular student’ on the Master programme 
              “Horticultural Science” at Humboldt University until you finished your studies
              at your home university.
     

5. Multiple degree requirements at Humboldt University
· A minimum of 30 ECTS credits for IMaHS modules has to be scored at Humboldt University; exams must be graded.
· The co-supervisor of your Master thesis must be a university lecturer of the Faculty of Agriculture and Horticulture of Humboldt University.

Please contact the Humboldt university lecturer of your choice in good time before you start writing your thesis, and make sure to get his/her written approval to act as your co-supervisor. Please communicate to him/her your thesis topic, the envisaged thesis submission deadline, and any relevant information on the thesis procedure at your home university.
Please send a copy of the co-supervisor’s written endorsement to the Faculty’s Examination Office.

Note: As a rule, you write and defend your Master thesis at your home university,
         i.e. you have your 1st supervisor there, and you follow the thesis regulations 
         in force at your home university.


6.  Issuance of multiple degree
     
      The multiple degree will be issued at Humboldt University after you finished the 
      IMaHS programme at your home university.



      Please provide the following documents to the Faculty’s Examination Office:
      
      - Written endorsement of the thesis co-supervisor at Humboldt University (cp. item 5 above).
      - Copy of the thesis cover page (topic of thesis).
      - Final Master transcript of your home university, preferably in English language, and 
        including a grade for the thesis paper as well as for the thesis presentation.
      - If the thesis or the presentation are NOT graded at your home university, please 
        request your local thesis supervisor to mark your thesis and the presentation, and 
        provide this information to the Faculty’s Examination Office.
      - ECTS credits for courses attended at the home university will be recognised only if the 
         courses are graded.
      - A total of at least 90 ECTS credits for IMaHS courses have to be on record (from home 
         university plus Humboldt University).
