This workshop is one of the components of the Ahfad-Humboldt-Link Programme, which was established in 1998 between Ahfad University for Women in Omdurman, Sudan and Humboldt University of Berlin. The programme is funded by the German Exchange Service (DAAD). Workshops, summer- or winter schools are organised annually, alternate in Sudan and Germany. It is organised by the Unit of Gender Research in Rural Areas, Humboldt University of Berlin and the Institute for Women, Gender and Development Studies of Ahfad University for Women, Omdurman, Sudan. 

In this year the purpose of the workshop is to open a space for exchange and dialogue between researchers and gender specialists from Africa, Asia and Europe from different universities and institutions and  try to find focal points of joint interest in research, teaching and curriculum development. The main challenge of this workshop is to formulate and construct strategies to develop and institutionalize gender research and to build platforms for networking.

The workshop is organised by the Unit of Gender Research in Rural Areas at the Chair of Gender and Globalisation, Humboldt University of Berlin and the Institute for Women, Gender and Development Studies of Ahfad University for Women, Omdurman. We expect the cooperation with the  Iranian Association for Women’s Research in Tehran, Iran as well as the unit for Development Studies at the Free University of Berlin and the Bielefeld University, Germany.  The Centre for Multimedia Teaching and Learning of Humboldt University of Berlin will give us an introduction into the systems of e-learning and  the use of MOODLE.
